At the outset, we submit that the letters submitted by the Northern
power Distribution company of Andhra Pradesh Limited (for brevity
“DISCOMSs”) for determination of FSA for the quarters of financial
years 2008-2009 and 2009-2010 with the of Andhra Pradesh
Electricity Regulator Commission (for brevity "Commission”) are
contrary to law and the provisions of The Indian Electricity Act,2003
and The Electricity Rules,2005 and Business regulations of Andhra
Pradesh Electricity Regulatory Commission and against the interest of

s
all types of Consumers particularly, the Industrial and commercial

Consumers.

It is respectfully submitted that according to the Press Release dated
17-09-2011issued by the Commission in its WEBSITE, that the
DISCOMs have submitted their proposals with the Commission in
respect of determination of Fuel Surcharge Adjustment(FSA) for
Financial years 2008-09& 2009-10 and the same have been taken on
Record. On 1-10-2011, the Commission has issued Press release in
its WEBSITE informing that the Public hearing will be held on 31-10-
2011 and extended the last date for submission of
comments/objections in respect of determination of FSA till 25-10-
2011. On 19-10-201, the Commission had issued Press release
informing one and all that, the proposals can be obtained from the
respective DISCOMs on payment of Rs.20 and further directed to
note that, the exercise of FSA determination is also being done

through public hearing mode in pursuance of the provisions of



Conduct of Business Regulations ( Reg:2 of 1999) and Amendments

to it, issued by this Commission.

It is respectfully submitted that in response to the above press
release, we have obtained the FSA proposals of Four DISCOMs and
approached the commission to know the status of the letters
submitted by the respective DISCOMs and come to know that, the
Commission has numbered the letters submitted by the respective

DISCOMs as Original Petition No. 23 to 54 of 2011.

It is respectfully submitted that, Regulation 2(f) defines that “Petition”
shall mean and include petitions, applications, complaints, appeals,
replies, rejoinders and supplemental pleadings. Regulation 7 specifies
about the proceedings before the commission. Regulation 8 specifies
about the initiatiqn of proceedings before the commission. Regulation
9 specifies about the Petitions and Pleadings before the Commission.
Regulation 10 specifies about the general heading to be incorporated
in all petitions before the commission and the form for all
advertisements and notices. Regulation 10 mandates about the filing
the affidavit in support of the Petition as prescribed in Form
2(Annexure 1l). Regulation 12 specifies about the Presentation and
scrutiny of the pleadings etc., Regulation 13 mandates about
procedure to be adopted in service of notices and processes issued
by the commission. Regulation 14 specifies about filing of reply,

opposition, objections etc., Regulation 15 specifies the procedure



about the hearing the matter. Regulation 19 mandates the procedure
to be adopted while delivering the orders by the Commission.
Regulation 20 specifies about the procedure for inspection of records
and supply of certified copies, further Regulation 20(3) provides that
any person shall be entitled to obtain certified copies of the orders,
decisions, directions and reasons in support thereof given by the
commission as well as the pleadings and papers and other parts of
the records of the Commission to which he is entitled, subject to
payment of fees and compliance with such other terms as the
commission may direct. Regulation 45-A specifies about the taFiff
proposals. Regulation 45-B specifies about the fuel surcharge
adjustment formula. Regulation 45-C specifies about the subsidies.
Regulation 51 specifies that the proceedings are open to public.
Regulation 55 specifies about the saving of inherent powers.
Regulation 59 specifies about the extension or abridgment of time
prescribed. Thus, there is a defined set of procedure to be followed by
the DISCOMS and the Learned Commission from the petitions till the
final orders are issued. Unless, the DISCOMS comply with the
procedure under the above regulations and submit petitions in
consistence with the provisions of Regulation 2(f) of the Regulations,
the same should not be entertained. In the given cases, the letters
submitted by the four DISCOMS cannot be considered to be petitions
under regulation 2(f) of the Regulations and therefore, the proposals
submitted by the DISCOMS should be dismissed at the numbering

stage itself.
